Lilly Gives ELCA $1 Million to Address

Seminarian Debt Concerns
The Lilly Endowment, Indianapolis, has awarded he&l
million to the Evangelical Lutheran Church in Aneri(ELCA)
to continue and broaden its project that addregmeginancial
challenges of seminarians attending its eight sar@s. The

ELCA and partner institutions will match the gramith an
additional $1.1 million.

Known as "Stewards of Abundance,” the three-year
project builds on two years of focused efforts bgnym ELCA
leaders to address this concern.

In general, "more seminarians have debt, and their
debts are larger,” said Donald L. Huber, projeabrdmator.
Such debts have negative implications for seminagied for
the church as seminary graduates seek to pay tvadefault on
them, which is already happening, he said. The igdal reduce
the number of students who graduate with debt arldwer the
size of that debt, Huber said. Project leaders fiasevelop an
overall strategy for fundraising for students, dded.

Stewards of Abundance “will accelerate and
coordinate" efforts already underway in financidueation for
seminarians, financial wellness plans developeddigmittees
in ELCA synods that advise and approve candidatas f
professional leadership, a new seminarian headtlramce plan,
securing scholarship dollars and experiments to dawn
student debt, he said.

The project includes a significant effort to raise
scholarship resources for ELCA seminarians. LillydBwment
designated $320,000 of its grant for this effortgd ahe ELCA
Fund for Leaders in Mission will raise an additib&00,000
as matching funds to encourage significant gifts deminary
education. An additional $100,000 of the grant es
matching funds for financial education and coachihgber
explained.

Debts carried by new pastors and professional
leaders are a significant concern, said the Rewl RaHanson,
director, Fund for Leaders, ELCA Development Sessic"|
believe that the research will show that this dsbihaving an
adverse effect on ministry in congregations, atist that our
combined efforts will help the ELCA solve this pteim," he
said.

"As people become more aware of it, particularly
the theological education community and in the slgnd hope
this project will generate some excitement," saiubeét. "We're
doing the right things for the right reasons. Thé&s potential
for synod leadership and the theological educatiemmunity
... to be a morale booster."

The ELCA has about 2,500 seminarians in its eight
seminaries, and supervises the work of anothersgéhtinarians
in other seminaries who are preparing for ordaifigdCA
ministry.
