Second Reading Romans 4:13-25 (New Revised Standard Version)
A reading from St. Paul’s letter to the early church at Rome

The promise that he would inherit the world did not come to Abraham or to
his descendants through the law but through the righteousness of faith.
For if it is the adherents of the law who are to be the heirs, faith is null
and the promise is void. For the law brings wrath, but where there is no
law, neither is there transgression.

For this reason the promise depends on faith, in order that it may rest on
grace, so that it may be guaranteed to all his descendants, not only to
the adherents of the law but also to those who share the faith of
Abraham (who is the father of all of us, as it is written, “I have made you
the father of many nations”), in the presence of the God in whom he
believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things
that do not exist. Hoping against hope, he believed that he would
become “the father of many nations,” according to what was said, “So
shall your descendants be.” He did not weaken in faith when he
considered his own body, which was already as good as dead (for he
was about a hundred years old), and the barrenness of Sarah’s womb.
No distrust made him waver concerning the promise of God, but he grew
strong in his faith as he gave glory to God, being fully convinced that
God was able to do what he had promised. Therefore “it was reckoned to
him as righteousness.” Now the words, “it was reckoned to him,” were
written not for his sake alone but for ours also. It will be reckoned to us
who believe in him who raised Jesus our Lord from the dead, who was
handed over for our trespasses and was raised for our justification.

May we open ourselves to what the Spirit is saying to the church.  Amen.

Jesus turned, and seeing her he said, “Take heart,
daughter; your faith has made you well.” And the woman was made well
from that moment. When Jesus came to the leader’s house and saw the
flute players and the crowd making a commotion, he said, “Go away, for
the girl is not dead but sleeping.” And they laughed at him. But when the
crowd had been put outside, he went in and took her by the hand, and
the girl got up. And the report of this spread through all of that district.

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It is  right to give our thanks and praise.

It is a joy to give you our thanks and praise, Creator God. In the beginning,
your Spirit brooded time into being, so that you could give form to the
world. At the Incarnation, your Spirit breathed your time into being, so
that the world could receive the Word. Through Pentecost, the Spirit
brought a new time into being, so that the Word could meet us
everywhere.

Holy God, you send the Spirit to be a companion to all who follow the Way
of Jesus. As inheritors of both the challenge and the comfort of your
Way, we join with all who have made this journey in other places and at
other times, raising our voices in this timeless song of praise:
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Entering these gifts of bread and wine, the Spirit blesses this time, and
makes Christ alive in this meal to comfort, challenge, and transform us.
Here at this table, through the power of the Spirit, God’s time and our
time come together in bread and wine, making grace something we can
touch and taste.
